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Following the 4-H Trail: 3 Days, 62 Miles, One Incredible Journey!

In her Chief’s Signal, Barbara Teter talks of her
continuing journey in the 4-H program. The trail that
each of us has followed along our 4-H journey has
been varied, but | would bet that for many of us our
fondest memories are of times spent at Jackson’s
Mill.

on Jackson Crouch’s farm in Randolph County in
July 1915. This was the beginning of an incredible
journey — one that almost didn’t happen.

The idea for a camp that would help kids to learn
to live with other children of their own age, and un-
derstand problems that were not theirs, came from
Verus Shipman, a Randolph County Agent.

Shipman received little encouragement from Mor-
gantown or Washington, but was allowed to hold
his camp — Camp Good Luck. The State Agent in
charge of Boy’s Club Work, William H. (Teepi) Ken-
drick was curious about this experiment, so he de-
cided to drop in and see how things were going.

Kendrick, inspired by what he saw, started talking
with county agents across the state about a camp-
ing program.

With the progression of the county camps and
club programs, need for a central meeting place — a
State 4-H Camp — became apparent. This became
even more pressing in 1920 following a visit to a
tri-state camp in Grottoes, VA. Without a camp or
facilities, there would not be a way to invite other
states to learn about our program development.

Kendrick began a search for the perfect location
