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Letter to West Virginia 4-H All Stars

Our dream and our mission continue – that is, we shall continue to work for the complete renovation

of Jackson’s Mill State 4-H Conference Center.  Thanks to all of you, we were able to meet the challenge

of building a new swimming pool.

Now it is time to get on with our mission.  First, I ask all of you to write to President David L.

Hardesty, Jr., West Virginia University, P. O. Box 6201, Morgantown, WV 26506-6201, and thank him

for his splendid support of the pool project. He recently said that the university will provide support for

the renovation of the Northern Panhandle Cottage.  These are the first major monies made available for

Jackson’s Mill by WVU in a long, long time.  Also, remind President Hardesty that as we have contacted

state legislators in recent years, many of them have told us that it is most important for the university to

make Jackson’s Mill a top priority.  There is no end to what can be done for Jackson’s Mill by the All

Stars when we have the president as a partner.

We should not back off from continued letters and conversation with state legislators in our respective

counties and areas.  In the coming months, please try to talk with your local legislators and follow up

with letters.  And let’s make the Mount Vernon Dining Hall our number one priority.  If anything ever

happens to the dining hall and it is closed for health or safety reasons, Jackson’s Mill will be out of

business.

Some major electrical work was done in the dining hall about two years ago because the state fire

marshal was going to close it down for safety issues.  There is a serious water problem in the basement

that has been there for years.  Go down the next time you are there and have a smell around.  You can

pick up the mustiness as soon as you enter.  The roof has also been leaking to the point that a five-gallon

bucket had to be placed on steps going down to the basement.  On a rainy day, you might find the bucket

at least half full – not half empty.

The living quarters atop the dining room are no longer habitable.  The kitchen is so out of date that it

is a wonder that food can be prepared there. The food storage and refrigeration are terribly inadequate.

The air conditioning needs to be replaced.  The soffit on the front porch roof is in sad shape.  Let’s face

it – the entire Mount Vernon Dining Hall needs a serious, expensive renovation.  The last estimates of the

renovation costs were approximately $3 million.  This is serious money, but remember that the building

is almost 80 years old, and the state of West Virginia has done virtually nothing to keep it up to date.

On a related issue, the state fire school is to be builtºand put into operation at Jackson’s Mill.  I think

that most of the financing has been put into place by the legislature.  If the Dining Hall is out of commis-

sion, the schoolºwill be out of business.

Let’s urge the legislature and the governor (The Hon. Joe Manchin, III, State Capitol, 1900 Kanawha

Blvd., East, Charleston, WV 25305) to make Jackson’s Mill a crown jewel of our state once again.  Urge

them to remember that the youth, as well as adults of West Virginia, have been served well for 80 years.

They need to step up to the plate and make it happen.  At the same time, thank them for the $1 million

appropriated at the last session of the legislature. Remember that your letters and personal contacts over

the past few years were vital to that appropriation.  It is the single largest appropriation ever made by the

legislature for use at Jackson’s Mill.  It is a wonderful start, but we have a long way to go.

Facilities Management and 4-H Expert
to Guide WVU Jackson’s Mill

A successful career in facilities management and 4-H
program development will bring a West
Vi rginia 4-H alumnus home to serve as
the program director of WVU Jackson’s
Mill State 4-H Camp and Lifelong Learn-
ing Center, near Weston.

Terry Lee Patterson, whose early 4-H
experiences began in his family’s 4-H
club in Greenbrier County, will step into
the multifaceted role at WVU Jackson’s
Mill on Sept. 12.

His appointment was announced Tues-
day by Larry Cote, associate provost for
WVU Extension and Public Service and
director of the WVU Extension Service.

“As a national treasure that holds prom-
ise for future generations, WVU Jackson’s
Mill requires a unique stewardship of its
facilities, educational programs and fi-
nances. Terry Patterson’s knowledge and skills will help
us bring the Mill into a new era of serving West Virgin-
ians of different ages from different communities of in-
terests and needs,” Dr. Cote said.

Prized for being the boyhood home of Civil War Gen-
eral Thomas J. “Stonewall” Jackson, Jackson’s Mill is
also praised for being the site of the nation’s first state 4-
H camp. Jackson’s Mill is listed on the National Register
of Historic Places.

Today, the Mill continues to build a legacy of leader-
ship education and cultural appreciation. Every year, the
Mill’s grounds welcome diverse learners—school chil-
dren, campers, history buffs, community volunteers and
artisans.

The Historic Area, a small portion of the Mill’s 525
acres, features an operating gristmill, cabins and a store.

Terry Patterson Named New Director of Jackson’s Mill
The popular attraction is staffed by docents who explain
and answer questions about 19th century life.

Welcoming 100,000 guests each year, the Mill is im-
portant to the surrounding community. The Mill gener-
ates $12 million yearly for Lewis County’s economy.

The new director is expected to successfully balance
the Mill’s three-fold mission: a learning and development
center for youth and lifelong learners; a regional meeting
and conference facility; and a nationally significant his-
toric site.

A 4-H All Star who regards the Mill as his second West
Vi rginia home, Patterson is aware of the Mill’s historic
and programmatic roles. His new role will be to maintain

existing programs and services while guid-
ing the facility through a transition of long-
term physical plant improvements and the
development of new educational programs.

“I am really excited about the opportu-
nity to serve the citizens of West Virginia.
We will need to focus on many different
areas of operations, including raising funds,
improving facilities and meeting the needs
of our clients,” Patterson said. “This effort
is bigger than one person. It will require
many different groups with various mis-
sions working toward a common goal:
‘Making the Best Better’ and helping
Jackson’s Mill continue to be the national
treasure that it is.”

Since 2001, Patterson has been director
of the Jamestown 4-H Educational Center,

which is operated by the Virginia Tech Cooperative Ex-
tension Service in Williamsburg, Va. Before joining Vir-
ginia Tech Extension, he supervised North Carolina State
University Extension’s statewide 4-H camping program
and its residential and recreational facilities for more than
7 years.

In earlier positions, he served as superintendent of
aquatics for the Mecklenburg County Park and Recre-
ation Department in Charlotte, N.C., and as a research
assistant for the Department of Park, Recreation and Tour-
ism at North Carolina State University, Raleigh, N.C.

Patterson earned his bachelor of science in recreation
and parks management from WVU. He received his mas-
ter of science in recreation administration and public ad-

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ministration from North Carolina State University, where
he is pursuing a doctorate in education.

Though he was raised in Covington, Va., Patterson
spent his summers with family in Clintonville (Green-
brier County). As a West Virginia 4-H member, he often
participated in state camps at WVU Jackson’s Mill. He
represented West Virginia as a National 4-H Award win-
ner in Chicago, Ill., in 1980.

He and his wife, Susan, have three children, Samantha
(10), Taylor (6), and Hope (4).

A Lifelong Commitment to West Virginia 4-H

“I’ve always been involved with 4-H,” said Betty
May Ferrell-Kelley, a Boone County native.  One of
the reasons for that is her mother’s long service to 4-H,
as well. Indra Bradley Ferrell has been an inspiration
to her daughter and to many others in Boone County.
At age 91, Mrs. Ferrell still mows her lawn, drives to
Charleston, and lives on her own. Betty May recalls
that she has “wonderful memories of being at state camp
at Jackson’s Mill.”

Betty May became a 4-H club member at age 9, was
pinned as an All Star in 1959, served as a camp coun-
selor while attending West Virginia University, and even
gave cooking classes at a county 4-H camp on the first
day of her new job after graduating in 1964 with a home
economics degree.  She had a 33-year career in the
natural gas industry in West Virginia, Kentucky, and
Ohio with Hope Natural Gas and Columbia Gas that
led to being appointed the first female area manager in
Columbia Gas history.

After retiring in 1997, Betty May decided to look
into some long-term planning. “When I started think-
ing about my estate plan, I wanted to do something to
give back to WVU,” she said.  “I thought I’d like to
leave a legacy that would honor my mother in some
way and would help young people in 4-H.  My sister,
Lynn, and I wouldn’t have been as active in 4-H other-
wise.”

Betty  May  found  that  including  a gift provision in

her will to the West Virginia University Foundation for
the benefit of the West Virginia 4-H program would
fulfill her dream. In the future, the Indra Bradley Ferrell
4-H Fund will be created from her estate gift and will
provide discretionary funds for the 4-H program each
year from that point on.

“My mother has been very inspirational to me. She
truly believes in the 4-H guiding principles,” Indra said
enthusiastically. Betty May does, too. That’s evident
from her receipt of the Lifetime Achievement Award
and being inducted into the Kentucky 4-H Hall of Fame
four years ago.  She also received the Conrad Feltner
4-H Leadership Award (the highest such award in Ken-
tucky 4-H) two years ago.

From such achievements, many would say that Betty
May certainly has made her mom proud!
